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ECONOMIC
ABUSE

Economic abuse is wider in
its definition than financial
abuse’, a term usually used
to describe denying or
restricting access to money,
or misusing another
person’s money.

In addition to that, economic abuse
can also include restricting access to
essential resources such as food,
clothing or transport, and denying
the means to improve a person’s
economic status (for example,
through employment, education,

or training).
